Extraction Solution
For one liter of the extraction solution, mix 100 ml of shampoo (eg Suave Daily Clarifying Shampoo, many shampoos will work, but do not use shampoos with conditioner or baby shampoo) and 15 g of table salt (iodized or non-iodized both will work).  Add water to make a final volume of 1 liter.  Dissolve the salt by stirring slowly to avoid foaming.  Measure 20 ml of solution for each pair of students into a 50 ml conical tube.
